Application for Accommodation
The Tasmanian Technopark develops supports and markets technology industries in Tasmania. It assists the acceleration of growth for start-up and existing businesses. Companies located at the Technopark form strategic alliances with other Technopark-based organisations. This enhances information dissemination and technology transfer.

Businesses intending to relocate to the Technopark must firstly satisfy the planning and zoning requirements set by the Glenorchy Planning Scheme 1992. The Technopark is zoned as a Special Limited Impact Zone – Science and Technology Park. Activities at the Technopark are limited by the uses contained in table 9 of the scheme and must conform to the following definition contained within the Scheme:

Scientific and Technological Industry

means the use or Development of any Land for Industry of a scientific, technological, communication and/or information nature that would have no impact on other uses in the vicinity by reason of:

(a) 
the emission of noise, odour, steam, smoke, vapour or any other form of air pollution; or

(b)
the escape of any liquid or solid wastes from the Land.

It is the responsibility of any prospective tenant to satisfy itself that its activities will conform to the zoning restrictions. Any questions regarding compliance should be discussed with the Glenorchy City Council, or the Department’s property manager beforehand.

To be eligible for consideration as an incubator tenant, applicants must meet some of the following criteria:

· The business must be a new initiative or be at an early stage of development. 

· Its focus must be on the commercialisation of an innovative product, process or service.

· There must be clearly defined goals and a proposed pathway to achieving these goals.

· Managers of the business must have sufficient drive, enthusiasm and time to focus on the opportunity.

· The applicant must be able to demonstrate that the new business has potential for significant employment, exports, import replacement, investment or technology diffusion.

· The applicant must demonstrate a high level of innovation. New products, processes or services usually fit this criterion.

Commercial tenants should also be able to demonstrate some affinity with the above criteria and a willingness to participate in the Technopark’s principal role of developing technological industries with a strong Tasmanian employment base and a focus on innovation.
